The Land Transfer plan must be

submitted to Council for
approval within 5 years of the Resource
Consent being granted.

The Land Transfer plan and supporting
documents are checked by a

Licensed Cadastral Surveyor
and submitted to Land Information NZ.

The Land Transfer plan is approved
by Land Information NZ.

THE SURVEYING IS NOW COMPLETE.

McKinlay Surveyors will help to compile the
necessary documents and Submit a

request for approval under
s224c of the Resource Management Act.
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Council processes the
application. If the environmental
effects are significant, or persons adversely
affected, the application may be Notified.

Council issues their
decision. If approved the Resource
Consent will include conditions. If declined,
you have the right to object.

The Council checks the Land Transfer

plan agrees with the Resource Consent and

issues approval under s223
of the Resource Management Act.

The Couneil checks that all the Resource
Consent conditions have been met and
issues approval under s224c¢
of the Resource Management Act.
